PRE-ENTRY CLOSES JUNE 15, 2010 – PRE -ENTRIES GREATLY APPRECIATED.  

POST ENTRIES ACCEPTED UP TO ONE HOUR PRIOR TO CLASS.
AQHA SHOW RULES AND GENERAL INFORMATION

ABSOLUTELY NO GATE ENTRIES.  AQHA rule #433: To compete in an AQHA approved class, a horse must be entered in the class with show management prior to the start of the class.  The exhibitor is responsible for errors on entry blanks.  A horse entered in the wrong class may be transferred to its correct class after the judging program has been printed.
MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS:

AQHA:  Individual AQHA or AQHYA memberships are required for all exhibitors in any AQHA approved show.  Please refer to AQHA rules 102, 222 (a) and 402 of the AQHA Official Handbook relating to acceptable membership for participating in this AQHA circuit.

Novice Youth, Youth, Novice Amateur, Amateur – To exhibit in these classes you must present a CURRENT membership card (or photocopy) at the time of entry or you must purchase one from the show secretary.
All Other Exhibitors:  May exhibit in the Open Division by presenting their CURRENT membership card (or photocopy) recorded in their personal, individual name at the time of entry OR they must purchase AQHA membership from the secretary.

***Individual memberships are memberships in one person’s name.  Joint, Corporate, Ranch, etc. memberships are not acceptable.  Show secretary must inspect the required card (or photocopy) in every case and cannot accept verbal statements or “promises” from the exhibitors***

All Other Exhibitors:  May exhibit in the Open Division by presenting their CURRENT membership card (or photocopy) recorded in their personal, individual name at the time of entry OR they must purchase AQHA membership from the secretary.

***Individual memberships are memberships in one person’s name.  Joint, Corporate, Ranch, etc. memberships are not acceptable.  Show secretary must inspect the required card (or photocopy) in every case and cannot accept verbal statements or “promises” from the exhibitors***

BCQHA/QHAA MEMBERSHIPS:  Are not required.  HOWEVER, if you are planning to compete for year end awards in either province, you will need to purchase individual memberships from BCQHA or QHAA prior to your first show as per their requirements.  Membership forms and information can be found on their respective websites:  www.bcqha.com   www.qhaa.com.  PRAQHA, the show secretary and/or show management will not be held responsible for any one failing to purchase a membership in any breed association or provincial affiliate.  It is solely up to the competitor to ensure they have purchased the appropriate memberships in the time frame specified by the governing association!

BC HORCE COUNCIL/ALBERTA EQUINE MEMBERSHIPS:  Required for insurance purposes, or proof of individual insurance may be requested.
SCRATCHED ENTRIES:   There will be no refund of entries with out a vets certificate.  NO exceptions.

EXHIBITORS NUMBERS:  When filling out the entry form, if you enter a number in the back number blank, you must supply your own numbers.  Show management will have a limited choice of numbers.  If the same numbers have been chosen by more than one exhibitor, number will go to first entry received.
PERFORMANCE HALTER/GREEN CLASSES:  Please refer to the 2010 AQHA Handbook for complete rules and eligibility requirements.
UNSPORTSMANLIKE CONDUCT AND/OR INHUMANE TREATMENT of a horse while on the grounds, the organizing committee, at its sole discretion, may suspend such individual from competition.  No refund of entry fee paid will be made.  See section 441 (e) of the Official Handbook of AQHA.

DAMAGE OR LOSSES:  The Peace River Area Quarter Horse Association, Dawson Creek Stables & Arena, Show Secretary/ Management will in no case be responsible for any loss or damage that may occur, and it shall be the condition of entry that each exhibitor shall hold the horse show management blameless for any loss or accident to his horse/horses or equipment which may occur from accident, sickness, fire or otherwise.  All owners and exhibitors will be held responsible for any damage incurred by them or their agents to barns or properties on the show grounds and will be billed accordingly. 
Peace River Area Quarter Horse Association Members and Board of Directors take no responsibility for any accidents or mishaps before, during or after this show circuit.  Horses, contestants, owners and spectators are at their own risk You will find the Recognition of Risk and Release Statement at the bottom of the each entry form.  It is mandatory that all competitors or parents of minor aged competitors sign this statement prior to competing in this show.
REGISTRATION:  All horses must have a registration certificate, a photocopy of which must be submitted with all entries.  Photocopy must show owner as listed on the entry form.  If the certificate is the new type that shows owner, breeding etc. on the face of the certificate, amateur and youth exhibitors must produce the original before the horse can be shown.

SHOW SHEDULE:  The Show Management Committee reserves the right to change the show schedule, times, cancel/combine any class, futurity or stake at any time for any reason at their discretion.
AMATEUR/AMATEUR SELECT CLASSES:  Per AQHA Rule 408 (b) if there are less than 3 Amateur or Amateur Select entries in any individual class, show management MUST combine these two classes into a single all aged Amateur Class.  For example: if there are 2 entries in class # 39 (Amateur Select) and 5 entries in class # 40 (Amateur All Ages), these classes will be combined and ran as class # 40 only.

QUESTIONS OR DISPUTES:  Should any question or dispute arise, which is not provided for in the foregoing rules, the same shall be referred to the Show Management Committee whose decision will be final

DRUG TESTING:  All shows sanctioned by BCQHA, NBCQHA, & PRAQHA are subject to drug testing and must comply with AQHA rules.

STALL RESERVATIONS:  Stalls must be booked and paid for by cheque, cash or money order two weeks in advance.  Stalls are booked on a first come, first serve basis and must be booked in the name of the party responsible for payment of the stalls.

It is the responsibility of the owners and exhibitors to know and understand the AQHA rules as stated in the AQHA 2010 official handbook.  A copy is available at www.aqha.com.  Fines and disciplinary action will be given accordingly by AQHA.  Show management reserves the right to refuse entries of persons not complying with AQHA rules, and when correct documents are not given.
STABLING FORM MUST BE FILLED OUT AND PROPER FEES MUST BE SUBMITTED OR NO STALLS WILL BE RESERVED.

ALL BREAKS:  Will be at the discretion of the show management and will be announced.
